Course Title:  Applied Music – Strings (Guitar) 
 
Course Description (including lecture hours, lab hours, total contacts):   
 
Teaches fundamentals of string instruments, harp, or guitar. Studies the standard repertoire. 
Prerequisite: school approval. May be repeated a total of 8 hours for the major and 4 hours for the 
minor. One hour lesson per week, 8 hours practice (laboratory) required. 
 
General Course Purpose:   
 
Required for the AAA degree in Music for students majoring in Strings. May be repeated 3 times, 
each time at a higher level of performance.  This course provides progressive education in string 
technique, sight-reading, and musical interpretation.
