2. COURSE TITLE: CAREER EDUCATION (TEACHING) 
 
3. PREREQUISITES: Eligibility for entrance into Eng 111.

development and assists in the understanding of self in the world of work. Assists students 
in applying decision-making to career choice. Lecture 2 hours per week.

Observational 
experience in local schools and the use of the latest technology will be an important part of 
the course. SDV 107 may be substituted for SDV 100 and, hence, will incorporate topics in 
SDV 100 in a manner useful to future teachers.
