e Students seeking to be accepted into the Nursing Program
must first complete the Pre-Nursing CSC Program

e Be sure to keep track of the list of pre-requisites. Course
requirements may change during your time as a student. You
(not your advisor) are ultimately responsible for enrolling in
the correct courses.

o If you wish to register early (Earlybird registration), you
must use Online or phone registration. In person registration
available only during the last month prior to class beginning.

Pay for courses promptly to avoid
being dropped from courses

o |f MyJSRCC does not indicate that
your bill has been paid—you will be
automatically dropped from your
courses and will need to re-enroll and
ensure payment.

e |t is your responsibility to check your
account on MyJSRCC, regardless of
what verbal re-assurances you may

have heard.

JSRCC does not bill for courses. You must check MyJSRCC to
see if your bill has been paid in full by

e financial aid

e employer or other source paying your bill

e your own payment (check, credit card)

e e-Cashier payment plan

If your bill is being paid by a third party (scholarship or
employer), you will need to contact Business Office before the
payment deadline or you will be dropped from your courses.

Add a course or drop from a course
after semester has begun.

Be sure to check the deadlines in Schedule
of Classes or the on-line Academic
Calendar:

You must do so
within ADD-DROP
period (usually the
first week of the
semester.)

e If you withdraw after this period, you will be charged for the
course. You will not be allowed to add a new course or switch
to another course after this period.

e Note: Eight week terms have earlier deadlines than 16 week
semesters.
