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To access OverDrive audiobooks at JSRCC, you will need:

· A valid My JSRCC (Blackboard) login 

· Access to the Internet 
· PC or compatible portable device
· Overdrive Media Console software – can be downloaded for free from for the computer and/or device on which you wish to use the material you download from.  Software download is available from the OverDrive site at: http://www.overdrive.com/software/omc/download.asp
· Windows Media Player version 9 or newer

What is an OverDrive book?
An OverDrive Audio Book title is a digitally-protected audiobook that has been optimized for download. OverDrive Audio Book titles are built using the Microsoft® Windows Media Audio format.  Audiobooks can be listened to from your desktop hard drive, CD (when allowed by the publisher), and compatible portable device.  Our collection currently contains over 130 fiction and nonfiction titles.
How can I access and download OverDrive audiobooks?

Audiobooks can be accessed and downloaded from the Virginia Community College Libraries OverDrive web site at: http://vccs.lib.overdrive.com or from the library catalog.  
From the OverDrive web site:

1. Click on the cover of the book you are interested in, then click on add to eShelf.

2. When the next screen appears, click on Proceed to Checkout.

3. When the Virginia’s Community Colleges login screen appears, sign in with your My JSRCC (Blackboard) username and password. 

4. When the next screen appears, click on the Confirm check out button.

5. When the next screen appears, click on the Download button.
6. Your OverDrive Media Console will launch automatically. When the Download Parts window appears, select the parts of the book you would like to download.  If you haven’t downloaded the OverDrive Media Console software, you will need to download it out:  http://www.overdrive.com/software/omc/download.asp
From the Library Catalog:

1. From the library catalog’s initial search screen, type overdrive in the Enter Search term(s) window. Press the <Enter> key or click on the Go button to execute the search.

2. When the results screen appears, click on the link from the Ext Link column on the right for any title you are interested in.

3. When the next screen appears, click on add to eShelf.

4. When the next screen appears, click on Proceed to Checkout.

5. When the Virginia’s Community Colleges login screen appears, sign in with your My JSRCC (Blackboard) username and password. 

6. When the next screen appears, click on the Confirm check out button.

7. When the next screen appears, click on the Download button.
8. Your OverDrive Media Console will launch automatically. When the Download Parts window appears, select the parts of the book you would like to download.  If you haven’t downloaded the OverDrive Media Console software, you will need to download it out:  http://www.overdrive.com/software/omc/download.asp
How do I listen to the audiobook after I download the title?

From the OverDrive Media Console, double-click the desired title.
How many titles can I have checked out at the same time?
You can have up to 2 titles checked out at any given time. 
When I check out a title, for how many days do I get to keep it?
Typically, the lending period is 14 days, but the lending period can differ from title to title. The lending period for each item is clearly displayed with other details about the title. 
Once the lending period is over, what happens to the title I checked out?
You do not need to return a borrowed item. Although the file(s) will remain on your machine, the title(s) will no longer be accessible.  To delete an expired title: 

1. Open OverDrive Media Console. 

2. Locate the item you wish to delete. Single-click the title to select it, then click the Delete button. 
Can I return my items early?
Due to publisher licensing agreements, OverDrive audiobook titles cannot be returned early. They will automatically be returned at the end of the lending period.
Can I renew my items?
Your items cannot be renewed, but you can check them out again if they are available when your checkout expires.  When you check out the title a second time, the license is reactivated. Click the Download button to download a new license. You do not need to download the actual media files a second time.
What happens when I place an item on hold?
The title you have placed on hold will be reserved for you to check out once it becomes available. When the title is available for you, you will receive an email with instructions on checking the book out. The item will be held for you for 3 days from the date the email notice was sent.
What are the compatible portable devices I can use to listen to the audiobook?
For a list of compatible devices that can be used, click on the Compatible Devices link from the Getting Started menu on the Virginia Community College Libraries OverDrive web site located at: http://vccs.lib.overdrive.com
How can I tell if a title can be burned to CD?
